June 1 2 0010 Israel Travel from ancient to modern Israel by exploring its innovations 
in culture, science and cuisine.  The Ambassador's wife offers an 
enlightening tour of Israel through the ages, through the art and 
artifacts that are housed in the residence.  Then the Embassy 
Chef demonstrates his unique fusion of flavors new and old, 
combining influences from the many cultures that make up 
present day Israel.

2 3 0011 Norway View the Norwegian Residence's collection of art by the world 
famous painter Edvard Munch, as well as paintings by other 
artists inspired by the spectacular Norwegian landscape. In the 
kitchen, explore the growing renown of Norway's cuisine, by 
watching the Embassy Chef  prepare the exceptional fish of the 
North Atlantic, and a traditional cream-filled dessert laced with 
Arctic cloudberries. 

3 4 0012 Hungary Join the Hungarian Ambassador's wife on a tour of the elegant 
Residence adorned with exquisite Herend porcelain figurines and 
modern works of art. Hungary's rich history is matched by its 
wonderful cuisine, which reflects the many cultures that have 
influenced it. The Embassy Chef will demonstrate Hungary's 
unique blend of hearty and sophisticated cooking, by sharing a 
few typical recipes from his native land.

4 5-Jan 0013 Canada Canada's rich tapestry of cultures is woven from its aboriginal 
heritage as well as the diverse peoples who have chosen to 
make Canada their home. Their cuisine is equally diverse and on 
this edition of Embassy Chefs, Chef Thomas Naylor will guide us 
through the regions of Canada with dishes that feature a wide 
array of native ingredients.

0009 Indonesia Discover the centuries-old culture and cuisine of Indonesia, the 
exotic tropical archipelago once known as "The Spice Islands."  
Traditions are still passed from generation to generation, even in 
the kitchen of the Ambassador's residence.  The Ambassador, a 
member of the Indonesian royal family and esteemed diplomat, 
shares his country's rituals in art, song, dance and theatre, while 
his wife reveals the significance of the Tempung, a meal of 
spiritual significance still served in Indonesia.

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Monday 7 Tuesday 8 0014 Singapore The Ambassador of the Republic of Singapore will show us how 
different Southeast Asian influences make up the fabric of 
modern day Singapore, its culture and cuisine. We will visit the 
Residence which houses a selection of ancient and modern 
Chinese, Malay and Indian art, and later, Singapore's Embassy 
Chef will combine these culinary flavors in a typical Singaporean 
meal.

9 10 0016 Madagascar Famed for its extraordinary wildlife, Madagascar also offers many 
culinary treasures. The Malagasy Embassy Chef will prepare 
dishes using tropical island ingredients like Madagascar vanilla, 
ripe mangoes, cassava leaves and pink rice, and afterwards, the 
Ambassador of Madagascar will join us to explain the culinary 
symbolism of the meal. 

10 11 0017 Poland The magnificent Polish Embassy is the setting of this episode of 
Embassy Chefs. We will tour this architectural gem and enjoy 
Poland's special brand of hospitality as we learn about the 
country's history and sample some typical Polish cooking.

11 12 0018 Denmark Ever wonder why those delicious pastries we eat in the morning 
are called, "Danishes"? Find out as Embassy Chefs explores 
Denmark's Embassy, meet the Ambassador's wife and watch the 
embassy's chef create, glazed oysters with chervil and roe and a 
traditional dish - pork tenderloin with apples and prunes with red 
cabbage.

Monday 14 Tuesday 15 0019 Iceland Visit the Residence of the Icelandic Ambassador which houses 
many paintings depicting the spectacular natural scenery of 
Iceland as well as an extensive collection of ceramics inspired by 
Icelandic life. Then, watch as Embassy Chef Hilmar Jonsson 
demonstrates the high quality that is typical of Icelandic cuisine.

Switzerland Join the Swiss Ambassador's wife on a tour of the official 
Residence, and discover how the traditions of four nations are 
reflected in both Switzerland's culture and its cuisine. We will see 
that there is more to Swiss food than cheese with holes, as 
Switzerland's Embassy Chef demonstrates the multinational 
flavors of classic Swiss cooking.
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15 16 0020 Peru We will tour the magnificent Residence of the Peruvian 
Ambassador which contains room after room of art and artifacts 
from the time of the Incas to present-day Peru. Then, the 
Embassy Chef will use native ingredients, such as Peruvian corn, 
yellow potatoes and hot peppers, to prepare an authentic 
Peruvian meal.

16 17 0021 Malta
Join Christopher as he ventures to the embassy of the 
Mediterranean nation of Malta.  Chef Pippa Mattei prepares 
cheese giblets, Lampuki pie and crispy dough flavored with 
orange-blossom.

17 18 0022 Romania A visit to the Residence of the Romanian Ambassador shows 
that there is far more to Romanian's culture than the legend of 
Dracula. We will see the Ambassador's colorful collection of 
intricately hand-painted eggs, religious icons and Transylvanian 
pottery. Then Romania's Embassy Chef will prepare his modern 
versions of classic Romanian recipes.

18 19 0023 Finland Come explore Finland’s culture and cuisine as Embassy Chefs 
takes a trip to the Finnish Embassy in Washington, D.C. Meet 
Ambassador Jukka Valtasaari and get a first-hand look at the 
embassy that has become an architectural star in Washington. 
Then sample the fresh flavors of Finland’s cuisine with Chef 
Mikko Kosonen. 

 

Monday 21 Tuesday 22 0024 Cyprus In this episode of Embassy Chefs we will visit the Residence of 
the Ambassador of Cyprus where we will see some archeological 
artifacts dating back more than 2000 years. After showing us 
around the Residence, the Ambassador's wife herself will invite 
us into her kitchen to cook some authentic Cypriot dishes, using 
flavors reflecting the Mediterranean and Middle Eastern 
influences in Cyprus's cuisine. 
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22 23 0025 Belgium Located in the heart of western Europe, Belgium is a country rich 
in diversity. Its cuisine is no exception. From delicately-flavored 
North Sea shrimp…to crisp Belgian endive…to some of the finest 
chocolate in the world, Belgian cooking brings together 
ingredients as uniquely varied as the country's culture. 
Join Embassy Chefs for an in-depth look at Belgian cooking with 
Chef Pierre Burtonboy … and a tour of the magnificent 
Ambassador's residence with Baroness van Daele.

23 24 0027 Fiji Christopher Kent journeys to the unspoiled South Pacific to 
discover Fijian culture first hand. After visiting the Ambassador of 
Fiji and his wife in their Washington, DC, residence, Christopher 
travels to the homeland of the Fijian Embassy Chef to explore the 
roots of her tropical island cuisine. We will visit a bustling market 
where farmers sell a colorful array of locally-grown produce, and, 
later, we will witness the exciting spectacle of preparing a 
traditional lovo feast.

24 25 0001 Mexico View the Mexican Cultural Center filled with historic art exhibits, 
photo galleries and 1500 year old artifacts. Then Lucero Duran, 
the Embassy's chef, will prepare Lime Soup, Salsa Verde, 
Roasted Pork Tenderloin with Ancho Chile Sauce and for desert; 
Bunuelos with Chocolate and Nuts.

25 26 0002 Korea Tour the Korean Ambassador's residence where we will explore 
Korea's unique Asian cuisine; as well as their remarkable cultural 
and historical past. We'll taste some exotic Korean dishes all 
prepared by the Renowned Korean Embassy's chef Sue Kyung 
Lee.
